We support clients for whom work is  not a
goal, as well as those who have retired from
active employment. Clients enrolled in our
Day Services program enjoy a variety of life
enrichment activities of their choosing, and
compassionate care from our staff.

Regular activities include onsite art, music
therapy, horticulture activities in our
greenhouse, recreational programs, and
outings within the local community.

Weekly self-advocacy groups are available
to clients who choose Merrick for work
support or life enrichment activities. Each
group decides the focus of their meetings
with concerns ranging from legislative
matters, peer support, and mentoring.

Additionally, self-advocates participate in
community service activities and present
Ambassadors for Respect, interactive anti-
bullying workshops in local elementary
schools.
